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‘My time is up and very glad I am, because I have been leading myself right up to a domain
on which I should not dare to trespass, not even in an Inaugural Lecture. This domain
contains the awkward problems of mind and matter about which so much has been talked
and so little can be said, and having told you of my pedestrian disposition, I hope you will
give me leave to stop at this point and not to hazard any further guesses.’
